The spirit of the new
document is captured in one
of its initial paragraphs:

“The fundamental idea is
that seminaries should form
missionary disciples who are
‘in love’ with the Master,
shepherds ‘with the smell of the
sheep,” who live in their midst to
bring the mercy of God to them.
Hence every priest should always
feel that he is a disciple on a journey,
constantly needing an integrated
formation, understood as a
continuous configuration to Christ.”

PRAYERS PRECEDE SUMMER SEMINARIANS

Seminarians from across the country
will soon be packing their computers
and breviaries, along with their pillows
and wardrobes, for their upcoming
summer of spiritual formation in
Omaha. Some may need to book
flights, while others will be consulting
their GPS to figure out which
interstates will get them to Nebraska.
Most are totally unaware of the women
who will be praying for their safe
arrival.

One hundred seventy-five women from
the Omaha metropolitan area have
asked IPF to pair them with a summer
seminarian. They will soon be praying
a “Hail Mary” every day for their
“Spiritual Sons”. Some women have
prayed for specific seminarians every

summer for the past ten years; others
are praying for their first seminarian
son. This summer’s “Spiritual Moms”
will soon receive a letter containing the
name, diocese, age, and seminary of one
of the men packing his bags. They will
meet each other in July and share an
evening of prayer and conversation.
Other women, not only from the
Omaha area, but from across the
country, have asked to receive a list of
all 175 seminarians so they can also
pray, but for all the men, not just one
specific seminarian.

In large part, due to the efforts of
Spiritual Mom Coordinator, Anne
Pogge, whose inspiration it was to
begin the program in 2008, more than
800 women have provided a “dome

of grace” over the summer seminarian
programs through their prayers.

It
triggered a need to “look at who I was
as a priest.” He found IPF and said it
provided continuing education for the
whole person, not just the intellect.

He said the greatest lesson he learned
from IPF was receptivity to God’s

love. “Invite God to amaze you,” he

said, encouraging those present to be
receptive to what God wants to do and
then have the courage to let Him do it.
Also speaking at the dinner were Fr.
Scott Schilmoeller and Fr. Joseph
Taphorn. Fr. Taphorn, pastor and
director of the St. John Paul II Newman
Center, is an alumnus of the IPF
Spiritual Directors Training Program,
and has served as a spiritual director
for IPF’s Summer Seminarian Program.
He shared that he received “great
grace” through IPF’s Spiritual Directors
Training. He said he’s confident the
Holy Spirit is at work in his direction
when he “keeps one ear open to God
and the other ear to the directee.”

Fr. Schilmoeller, associate pastor of
Sacred Heart in Norfolk, is an alumnus
of the IPF Summer Seminarian
Program. A few years after his IPF
summer experience, he was faced with
a cross. It affected his prayer life and
left him feeling like a failure, he said.
He began to use the tools and resources
learned in the summer program and
saw that he was telling God about the
things that were troubling but not
letting him into those things. “It put
great distance between Him and me. .
. he said adding that IPF helped him
turn fully toward God. “When you
turn toward Him and open, He is there
waiting.”
